There is an increasing pressure on clay supply, glaze 

supply and kiln use mostly from commercial potters.  

Using Wellington Society of Potters as a model club 

as they recently made these changes.  

Ongoing battle with un educated makers and glazes.  

Proposal:  

• “glaze introduction” and “making introduction” 

are mandatory courses and completion of these 

courses will be indicated on membership cards 

• Required training for volunteers and ARs on how 

we glaze at WSP 

• Kiln licence program that has a fee 

• Every time anyone hires a kiln that they sign a 

contract with a maximum damage fee of $5000 

• Commercial potters pay a different rate for kiln 

hire
